= Students can withdraw from the registration for a written exam without
disadvantages up to one week before the respective exam date, later only with
a medical certificate (if necessary with a public health officer’s certificate).

= Exact exam dates for the first takes will be announced around the end of May.

= You have three attempts to successfully complete a module (a first take and
two retakes).

= Successfully completed modules cannot be retaken, unless you use a wildcard
(called “Joker” in the German version of examination regulations).

= Once in the entire course of study, you can use a wildcard to repeat a module
for the third time or to retake a module you have already successfully
completed to improve your grade.
